ANM 5408 Law of Animals| Covers the evolution and regulation of animal agriculturg 3
in Agriculture in America, contrasted with farmed animal welfare
policies in other developed nations. Will evaluate the
long-term sustainability of CAFO food production
specifically and animal food production generally.
Students will explore the pressures from increased
international trade in agricultural products.

This course explores legal considerations relating to
undercover investigations of animal operations. It
examines criminal law, tort, and ethical issues, as well as
what does and does not constitute actionable animal
cruelty. The course also address evidentiary issues and
the impact of undercover investigations on the legal
landscape for animals.

5422

Animal Welfare
Law

A broad and rapidly evolving field of law has developed
concerning the welfare of animals that are used for a
variety of human purposes, including food, enter-
tainment, research, and companionship. Animals used for
these purposes often endure a wide range of abuses that
diminish animal welfare while also having an impact on
humans. Public views about such uses of animals are
rapidly changing. The class will combine traditional
principles of animal welfare laws and advocacy with lawy
typically applied in the wildlife conservation context,
such as the Endangered Species and Marine Mammal
Protection Acts. This class will examine the role of law
in understanding and reforming the relationship between
humans and animals and improving the condition of
animals maintained for human profit and entertainment.
Students in the class will learn the role of legal
institutions and regimes in promoting animal welfare.
Past and current litigation, regulatory, and legislative
efforts on behalf of animal welfare will be covered, withl
case studies and current developments.

Students will learn how to strategically and effectively
advance protections for animals on local, national, and
international levels through various policy levers. The
course will explore the intersection of animal protection
with other social justice movements, the roles of animals
in society and emerging developments in animal
protection policy.

Scientific literacy is a cornerstone of advancing legal and
policy efforts on behalf of animals. This course will
provide an overview of foundational scientific concepts,
scientific thinking and culture, and scientific vocabulary,
and an introduction to how to use this information to
inform effective animal protection law and policy. This
course is a requirement for the MAPP degree.

This course introduces the main ethical frameworks
applied to nonhuman animals. students will learn to
evaluate different ethical approaches and apply them to

specific facts in various contexts. The course will
develop students' ethical (and general) reasoning skills
and prepare them to make strong policy arguments. This
course is a requirement of the MAPP degree.

exemption statutes under state and federal law.

Federal Income
Taxation

his course is designed to teach the fundamentals of
federal income taxation, including concepts of gross
income, exclusions from income, gains from the sale of
exchange or property, the character of income, business
and personal deductions, credits, and tax policy.
Coverage is selective, rather than comprehensive, to
facilitate in-depth analysis of representative issues. The
primary focus will be the Internal Revenue Code (IRC)
and the
regulations. The sections selected represent basic
principles and representative models.

A basic introduction to the law of patents, copyrights,
trademarks and trade secrets.

Sales

Covers primarily Article 2 of the Uniform Commercial
Code governing the sale of goods, including formation
and modification of contracts for sale, Article 2's statute
of frauds, warranties, parole evidence, risk allocations
when goods are stored or transported, breach, remedies
for sellers and buyers, and contractual limitations on
remedies. The course includes references to consumer
rights as well as comparisons between the common law
of contract and the Code's rules and concepts. A JD bar
class.

Overlay the impacts of climate
change, international trade, and the influence of
corporations on agricultural production, and this is one of
the most complex areas of the law and policy. It is also
one of the fastest growing areas, fueled by the food
movement both domestically and internationally, greater|
public awareness of food issues and concerns related to
the healthfulness of our food. Indeed, this is an exciting
time to be studying food systems law. Food and
agriculture touch everyone in a multitude of ways.
Because of this, students can access the study of food
systems from different legal disciplines such as animal
welfare, social justice (including immigration and labor),
health, environment, and trade.

This course will detail farmworkers' current living and
working conditions as well as the history of their
exclusion from key laws and regulations. It will also
explore current tools and strategies used by farmworker
advocates at both the state and federal level, including
litigation, legislative advocacy, and administrative
advocacy.

Cannabis Law

This course will survey historical and policy

considerations relating to cannabis regulation and

enforcement, explore the current and anticipated

American farm and food policy has long been the subject
of strenuous debate and criticism. In recent years,
prominent criticism has come from a movement of

consumer and environmental interests concerned that the

way we eat and how we support producers has an impact
on our health, natural resources, and the environment.

Other interests raise concerns about Federal spending and

government footprint. All of them look to the farm bill.

The farm bill, however, is difficult to understand and it i

challenging to change policies that have proven

incredibly resilient over many decades. The class is an

attempt to explain the farm bill and the history and
development of the policies enacted, with an eye on how
policy has changed and been reformed over the years dug
to changing stakeholder needs. Students will examine the
policies before Congress with a strong emphasis on the
political trends and motivations. The goal of the class is
to inform students about the range and depth of Federal

farm and food policy, while also developing a better
understanding of the historical, economic, political, and

process-based forces in Congress.

This course addresses the legal landscape of global
hunger, and the ways in which climate change,
population growth and economic inequality intersect with
food security law and policy challenges.

Then, we'll
explore international legal frameworks supporting food
security and comparative domestic legal frameworks
impacting food security, including Constitutional food
rights, agriculture subsidies and tariffs, and public food
and nutrition assistance programs. The course examines
the ownership of the food supply, including transnational
corporations impact on the food system, commodities
markets impact on global food prices, intellectual
property rights with respect to biotechnology/GMO, and
the role and impact of the WTO in moderating trade.

This course explores state and local policies that impact
distribution of food, restaurant regulation, and
comparisons of state-level initiatives to bolster local food
markets.

Estates

This course examines gratuitous transfers by intestate
succession, wills, trusts, and other techniques; execution
and revocation of wills; will substitutes; administration ol
estates; family survivors' rights; the nature of trusts and
fiduciary relationships; powers of appointment; and
future interests. A JD bar class. Prerequisite: REQ7160-
Property.

Family Law

This course will examine the roles of law and of private
ordering in family law contexts. Topics which may be
included are marriage and divorce, child custody and
support, alimony, property division, tax consequences of
divorce, and family violence. The course will also look 4
various means of dispute resolution in the domestic
relations area, including negotiation, mediation, and
litigation.

Using real-world
examples, it examines the processes through which
international law is made, interpreted and applied,
exploring the role of states as well as that of international
bodies, non-governmental organizations, and
corporations. The application of international law in
domestic legal systems is examined, as is the reach of
domestic law in the international arena.

International
Law of Food

This course, one of the few if not the only in the world tq
address this critical subject matter, identifies and
analyzes contemporary international legal and policy
issues related to food including supply, safety, security,
subsidies, and trade. Students will master legal and
structural analytical tools for addressing these
increasingly important challenges of concern to all globa
citizens. The material includes the roles of international
institutions, including the European Food Safety
Authority (EFSA), the UN Food and Agriculture
Organization (FAO), the World Food Programme, and
the International Fund for Agricultural Development
(IFAD). The course stresses the development of skills to
enable students effectively to grapple with new and
emerging issues in this ever-changing and expanding
field. The course includes a simulated multilateral
negotiation in which students serve as instructed
representatives of states and non-governmental
organizations.

Considers the rules governing the admissibility of
testimonial, physical, documentary, and demonstrative
evidence in trials and other formal legal proceedings.

This skills course covers the important aspects of a trial,
including jury selection, opening statements, direct and
cross examination, exhibits, objections, expert witnesses,|
and closing arguments.

RSJ 7140 Applied This course explores the use of criminal legal systems to
Criminal Justice address social and environmental harms. After an
introductory section on criminal law and procedure, the
course explores conventional and alternative criminal
justice approaches to address harms against people,
animals, and the environment. Students will submit a
graded paper and presentation.
RSJ 7210 Adversity This course will explore the legal, historical, cultural, and
Trauma psychological frameworks underlying victim rights law,
Victimization as well as best practices for effective victim/survivor
engagement across the American criminal justice system
Topics will include: 1) the history of victim rights and
victim/survivor services in the United States, to include
the violence against women and/or Mothers Against
Drunk Driving movements, the array of state responses
(funding, agency-based direct service,
correctional/institutional, etc.); 2) statutory,
constitutional, evidentiary, and procedural schemes
intended to protect and give voice to crime victims in
both traditional and restorative criminal justice processes
3) the psychology and brain science of trauma and how tq
competently address trauma in direct
service/representation of victims; 4) ethical challenges; 5
interviewing techniques; and 6) theories and strategies fo
effectively managing vicarious/secondary trauma as a
legal or restorative justice practitioner in the field.

Students
will be evaluated on their class engagement, submission
of a final paper and a presentation.

RSJ 7320 New This course will address how we respond to domestic and
Approaches sexual violence, the shortcomings to our current
Domestic/Sex | approach, and explore meaningful alternatives to our
Violence current responses. The course will consider the political,
cultural, and legal factors that are influencing shifting
attitudes toward crimes of interpersonal violence.
Combining cases, with book chapters, law review
articles, and online and other material, students will learn|
about the history of legal responses to crimes of
interpersonal violence as well as the current prevailing
approach and visions for future approaches.
RSJ 7330 Restorative | This course explores how restorative justice approaches
Justice Ed can provide important alternatives to more traditional
Institutions responses to harm within educational settings.

Restorative justice has three primary applications in
school settings, which includes both K-12 schools and
higher education. Restorative circles are commonly used
to build and strengthen relationships between students
and with their teachers. Restorative practices help
develop “social-emotional learning.” Restorative
conferences are used in response to conflict and
misconduct. Cognizant of the “school to prison pipeline,’
administrators are looking for more effective and less
punitive response to school misconduct. Finally, when
students are suspended, restorative circles of support and
accountability assist with effective reintegration back intq
the classroom. The course will focus on the restorative
justice movement in education, examining the theory
behind restorative justice, its various practices, and
evidence of effectiveness. The course will also
consider the problems of racial bias in K-12 discipline
and sexual and gender-based misconduct on college
campuses.




RSJ 7340 Race, Crimes | This course focuses on race, the criminal justice system,
and Restorative | and the potential role of restorative justice in healing
Justice racial divides and discriminatory injustice. Beginning
with our founding documents, the course traces the
disparate impact of the criminal justice system on people
of color. Final assessment is a graded paper. No
prerequisite but Criminal Law is highly recommended.
RSJ 7342 Environmental | This course considers how restorative justice theory and
Restorative |practice can be applied to environmental crimes, conflicty
Justice and harms.
